Tom began by asking Mike, Linda, and Blake to speak on the November 8th Safety Fair that they attended last week. Linda mentioned the food safety inspector. Mike mentioned the new laser cutter that was purchased by the School of Business, and hearing about the laser safety through the Safety Fair. The team responsible for the laser has been trained for laser safety already. Blake mentioned that it appears that the Ergonomic assessments that we were using to help get better ergonomic chairs for staff and faculty weren’t going away like it seemed back in May. Mike also mentioned a new link for the Ergonomic Assessments. 
Mike spoke on the recent Rawls Hall Safety Inspection done by the Fire and Safety team. According to Mike, the inspector had no notes and had given us a passing grade.  
Mike talked about the new Fire Alarm system in Rawls that is nearing the end of completion. Tom and Mike both agreed that the contractors need to be more wary of where they are putting their ladders, as they are putting their ladders in front of doors. Mike will try to speak with them, but the issue might resolve itself as they are nearing completion of the project. 
With the new laser in Young Hall, Tom asked about getting a showcase of how it works/the safety precautions around it. Tom might reach out to the DCCME team who are in charge of the laser. 
Tom spoke on the recent CRASE training on 10-17-23 in Rawl 2082, where he, Blake, Ryan and roughly 10 others within the School of Business attended. Tom then referred to the handouts regarding the PUID training for Civilian Response to Active Shooter Events, Stop the Bleed, and CPR. CPR training is the first Tuesday of every month at the PU Fire Station. Tom wants to try and get 9 attendees for the CPR training coming up in February. The following are the current attendees:
