Welcome to new Member Courtney Huckstep, representing DCMME and YONG 9th Floor
Tom introduced Courtney Huckstep to the committee, after a recommendation from EHS to have someone from 9th floor of Young. The attendees also introduced themselves to Courtney.

Review of Minutes from May 15th Meeting with EHS, Reports from subsequent Meetings with EHS
Tom and Blake have not been able to get the minutes prepared from the meeting just yet. Thus, some notes were reviewed regarding the meeting. Mainly, Tom spoke on the 9th floor of Young was to be inspected by our people, not by Young Hall individuals. They then did not find suitable the lab space in the basement of Krannert and Young 9th floor, asking for additional safety precautions. These meetings taking place on June 12th and July 22nd. 

ISP Approvals for Daniels, Ag Econ, and DCMME/GSCMI
EHS quickly approved Ag Econ, and then wanted to split DSB into 25 departments. They have then decided to split us into the following departments: DCMME, Daniels School of Business, 

Special Guest, Steve Dunlop, DCMME – an update on their situation with EHS
Steve spoke on his multiple meetings with EHS regarding his labs in Young and Krannert. Steve had to remedy an issue for the Go-Kart lab, specifically regarding the WD-40 within the lab and that it wasn’t considered safe to use. 
In Young, Steve had to deal with remedying 3D Printing issues. The main issue dealt with the class of air within the space, and that the 3D printers did not have the filters to remove the containments that do not fit the class 2 air qualifications. Doing some research, Steve found the airflow within Young goes into the bathroom and was able to flow the 3D printers air into the central air and into the bathroom, on top of getting a carbon filter attached to the printer. After a test, Heath Bentely was able to see no odors coming from the printers but wants to double check after maintenance comes in to check the 3D printers. 
Begin the discussion & process of renaming this committee (since KCTR is gone and EHS wants us to “spin off” Ag Econ)
Tom brought up the By-Laws, and that renaming the safety committee should be brought up next meeting in November. He encouraged the members to come up with a new name for our Safety Committee. Due to a conflict with Ag Econ meetings, the date of the November meeting was then changed so we can speak more on the new name that day.

First Report of Injuries
None from either Ryan or Mike regarding first reports of injury. 
Small fire from Young 9th floor laser cutter after materials were lit on fire by the students using it. The students dealt with the situation very well, and the fire chief even praised the students for their response. Helps to prove all of the safety precautions our committee is built to push are very useful and very well.
