Fire Alarms of March 20, 2024  -  Blake
March 20th, at roughly 8:15 AM fire alarm pulled in Krannert due to construction team accidentally hitting the steam outtake pipe and the sprinkler pipes. This caused about 3 inches of water to flood the basement of Krannert, in which the Firefighters and Custodial teams were able to help clean up the flooding of the basement. IN the process, they closed the basement off and the elevators four about two hours, before determining they were safe to use. 
At about 11 AM, the fire alarms in Rawls went off for an impromptu fire drill during Spring Break. The only noticeable thing from the drill was the amount of people that went to meet in Krannert, not the Union. The Building Emergency Plan was updated stating the parking lot behind Young Hall should be an alternate meeting place, but with the construction, this is no longer a space able to be used. Mike and Blake will work on updating the BEPs by removing this from them. 
At about 2:45 PM, the fire alarms when off for a second time in Krannert. This time, it was caused by a belt running dry on a steam valve in the basement, which was believed to be damaged from the earlier flood. Smoke had risen in the maintenance room and throughout the basement, and the fire team was able to get there along with the maintenance team to find the cause. The machine was turned off, and the IAQ team will start fixing it. 
Throughout the three incidents, one noticeable item was that on the 4th-6th floors of Krannert, the Fire Alarm voice was not playing, only the lights were flashing. Blake contacted the Fire Department to investigate this matter, and fix those that aren’t working correctly. 
Update on Winter Safety Inspections  - Tom
Most issues for the Safety Inspections were ceramic plates for coffee pots/microwaves, and we were able to get everything abated before this meeting. 


Update on Construction Projects  -  Mike
Make sure Ag Econ has been added to the Weekly Construction Update email lists
Shoring on both sides of the building will occur in the coming weeks. 
Still having issues with the problems caused by construction; Ground Floor Men’s bathroom is closed due to sewage issues, and basement heating might be having issues due to the steam valves.
