Can | Buy Multiple United Flight Tickets at
Once for a Lower Price?

Yes — and the right approach depends entirely on how many tickets you need. For parties of 2 to 9
passengers, you book all seats under one reservation through the standard booking flow, which
keeps everyone coordinated but does not automatically produce a group discount. For parties of 10
or more passengers on the same flight, United's dedicated group booking program gives you
access to negotiated pricing, flexible name submission, and block seating. Call (1844)-523-0848 for
either situation — agents handle multi-passenger bookings more efficiently than the app and can
coordinate seat assignments across all passengers in a single call.

Buying Multiple Tickets Through Standard Booking (2-9
Passengers)

When your group is smaller than 10 passengers, you purchase all seats through the standard
booking process — either through the United app, United.com, or by calling (1844)-523-0848. All
passengers travel under a single confirmation number, which simplifies check-in, changes, and any
disruption handling.

The price per ticket in a standard multi-passenger booking is the same as the individual published
fare — there is no automatic bulk discount for groups under 10. The benefit of booking together is
coordination: everyone is on the same reservation, seat assignments can be arranged adjacently,
and any flight changes or cancellations are handled as a group rather than individually.

Call (1844)-523-0848 for multi-passenger bookings whenever adjacent seating is a priority, your
party includes children who need to be seated with adults, or you want to ensure all seats are
confirmed before any of them sell out to other passengers.

For parties of 10 or more passengers on the same flight on the same date, United's group booking
program provides the closest thing to a bulk price discount available through the airline. Call
(1844)-523-0848 and ask for the group desk — this is a dedicated team that handles all aspects of
group travel.



Group pricing is negotiated rather than taken from the published fare inventory. The group desk
agent reviews your travel dates, route, group size, and cabin preference and provides a custom
written quote. The per-seat price in a group contract is not always lower than the best publicly
available fare on the same route — it depends on the route, season, and remaining inventory. What
makes group booking valuable beyond the per-seat price is the package it includes.

The group contract provides flexible name submission — you do not need all passenger names at
signing, just the total count and a deposit. Names are submitted before a deadline several weeks

before departure and can be changed before that deadline without penalty. This flexibility has real
financial value for organizations where participant lists may shift between booking and travel.

Block seat assignment ensures your large group travels together rather than scattered across the
aircraft. Structured payment — deposit at signing, balance closer to departure — helps
organizations and event planners manage cash flow rather than paying for all seats upfront.

Comparing the Two Approaches

For groups under 10, the primary goal is coordination rather than discount — one reservation,
adjacent seats, all passengers handled together. Call (1844)-523-0848 for the most efficient multi-

passenger coordination.

For groups of 10 or more, the primary goal is the full package: pricing negotiation, name flexibility,
block seating, and payment structure.
