NOTE: If your material is available via library link but you would prefer to have the actual copy of the material uploaded, you can use your STAR account for the copyright charges.  We will need a clear copy of the material.  Provide bibliographic information according to the guidelines listed below:
Books
Publisher, author or editor, title of book and chapter(s), edition and/or volume, copyright date, ISBN number and pages to be copied.
Journals
Publisher, name of journal, volume and/or issue, title of article, author(s), copyright date, pages to be copied.

· Original Work:  Any original material which does not contain copyrighted material from another source may be uploaded and used in course packets.  If your original material is copyrighted, even though it is your own composition, you must grant us your permission in writing to upload the material for use in the packets.
